What is this refund?

A tax credit for low-to-moderate income individuals and families.

Provides payments up to $1,290 to individuals and families who meet the eligibility requirements.
Payments are based on income level and the number of qualifying children.

If you haven’t applied yet, don’t worry. There’s still plenty of time to apply!

Applications can be submitted for up to 3 years from the date the federal tax return was due.

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Who qualifies?

Applicants must have:

* Filed a federal income tax return for either 2022, 2023, or 2024 tax years.

* A valid Social Security Number (SSN) or Individual Taxpayer Identification Number (ITIN)
* Met requirements for the federal EITC OR would have met the requirements for EITC but filed with an
ITIN.

* Lived in Washington State for more than 183 days the previous year (6 months approx.)
* Be at least 25 years old and less than 65 (with no qualifying child) OR have a qualifying child
* If an applicant has a qualifying child, the minimum age requirement doesn’t apply

What you'll need to apply

All applications will go through an automatic 2-week federal hold before being processed.

* Copy of your federal tax return
* SSN or ITIN number

* Dates of birth for you, spouse, and children (if applicable)

* Washington state driver’s license number or photo ID
* Current mailing address

* Bank account number & routing number, if you chose direct deposit
* Applicant(s) signatures.

Your application will be processed within 30-90 business days after initial hold.
